1.1 Advantages of th&eptor Accelerator

1.1.1 Dynamicconfiguration

When aReptor Client starts up, it connects to th&®eptor Enterprise Manager which informs it of the set of
Reptor Virtual Appliances to use. The client connects to fReptor Virtual Appliances and they send tReptor
Client a set of rulesnforming it of the set application servers that they accelerate traffic to. Once the client has
acquired a set of rules, it uses them to direct traffic to the appropriaeptor Virtual Appliance. The client is
automatically informed of any changes to #& of deployedreptor Virtual Appliances, and to any change in a
ReptorVi rt ual Applianceds set of rul es.

1.1.2 Flexibledeployment

The dynamic configuration &eptor Clients and the virtual machine approach make deployindréeor
Acceleration Suite verflexible. For example, multipReptor Virtual Appliances can be deployed to accelerate the
same set of application servers to provide redundancy. IReptor Virtual Appliance a client is using fails, then it
will automatically switch to anotheReptor Virtual Appliance if one is available. IfReptor Virtual Appliances are
available then th&eptor Client will connect directly to the application server.

1.1.3 Licensecontrol

Licenses for thé&reptor Virtual Appliances are controlled by tiReptor Enterpri® Manager. When Reptor
Virtual Appliance starts up it connects to tfiReptor Enterprise Manager and requests a license. Réptor Virtual
